2008.  His varied career as a public servant 
has seen him working with successive 
Australian Federal and State governments. 

In this address, the Secretary of  the 
Department of  the Prime Minister and 
Cabinet, Mr Terry Moran AO, will share 
his views on Australia’s federalist model:
